Students will analyze the role of supply and demand in determining the prices individuals and businesses face in the product and factor markets, and the global nature of these markets. Students will study changes to the workforce in the United States, and the role of entrepreneurs in our economy, as well as the effects of globalization. Students will explore the challenges facing the United States free market economy in a global environment and various policy-making opportunities available to the government to address these challenges. If a student cuts class, they will receive a referral. Any student who cuts class on the day of a test or graded assignment will receive a 0.

Late Work
I will only accept late work in 5 week blocks. Students will have two opportunities to make up work in each quarter. Once that quarter is complete, I will not accept work from that quarter.  Any work turned in late will not receive full credit. Late work earns a 65.

Extra help can be provided to students by appointment during a free period or after school. I encourage students to seek me out whenever they feel concerned!
