THE FACTS ¢

Use of a cell phone or text to harass, send
inappropriate pictures, or make threats is a
crime.

An easy way to judge “appropriate” is:
Would you show the text or picture to your
parents, grandparents or friends?

Once sent, texts and pictures can last forever!

You CAN NOT control whether other people
forward your text or picture.



THE FACTS

* The cost of cell phone use and text messaging
adds up very quickly if you are not careful.

* For example, here are 4 texts which probably can
be sent in less than one minute.

* Me: Hey, what’s up?

* You: Nothing. O
* Me: Let’s meet outside. N
* You: OK

You pay for all 4 — sending and receiving.
